The Kathleen Lions Club has recently completed the most

aggressive fundraiser in our club history, possibly the most

aggressive for sure in Central Florida, and maybe the most
aggressive ever, of any club in the state of Florida.

Two Tampa Police Officers were gunned down for a senseless
reason, by a very violent person. This senseless act resulted in the
loss of two dedicated officers, two husbands, one father, and one

expectant father. Our Club immediately came to the aid of the two
families. We held a BBQ rib sale, with all profits going to each
family. The response from the community was unbelievable. First
we entered into a partnership with ABC Action News 28 in Tampa,
and it was all up from there. We called friends (Lions and
community members) to help. We received help from over 300
business and community volunteers, complete with anything we
needed, from BBQ grills to paper towels. On Saturday July 17,
2010, we sold our ribs, completed a bake sale, and had a live
auction. At the end of the day we had a net profit of over
$70,000.00 to split between the two families. That is over
$35,000.00 each.

LCIF Coordinator Report Summer Conferenc

District 35 —O finished the year with a donation of $26,390.00.

We have closed out by June 30, 2010 the PRTS Standard Grant and returned approx 16, 000 plus
$645 in interest, the Funds returned as the clinic we are currently using is not operating as we had
hoped and planned therefore we did not feel we should furnish a second room.

Core-4 grant is in its final Year. | am currently writing the report. We have trained over 700 lions and
screened over 25,000. We continue to mature the project and making the final push to complete
this by early next year. The Lions Diabetes Foundation of MD -35 has received its 501C3 status which
allows us to continue the project after the grant. We are expecting to ask for the last of the
funds before Nov.

| have received last year reports. | will be having a table at our cabinet meetings to allow discussion
of LCIF and how their clubs can assist us in our projects. | will again send out the status of the MJF’s
before the end of the year as this did increase how many we gave this year. | will also work to see
we complete the pledges and move to more donations. Expect to write an article of our newsletter
and do so each month — highlighting some event LCIF is working with and the funds working.
